Old Manse Update 
The vast majority of the external work has been completed to the Old Manse.  This includes new roof 
slating, replacement of flat roofs, the rebuilding of chimneys, lead encapsulation of the front parapet and 
bay roofs.  There has been cleaning, repointing and repairs to the front elevation stonework as well as 
replacement lime rendering to the side and rear elevations.  Internally repairs to plasterwork are nearly 
complete.  First fix electrical and plumbing have been carried out.  We have been very fortunate to be 
awarded a grant of £8,000 from the Department for Communities - Historic Environment Fund towards 
the roof repair works.
